The church sits in the beautiful country, or in the ever-changing
city. The stained-glass sparkles and tells stories of ages past. But somehow the plow was
detached and lost. There is no money to buy salt to spread. The driver is getting
older. There is a shortage of substitutes to fill in for the driver. It becomes easier just to let
the truck sit and not drive it anymore.

| invite you to inspect your snow plow today. If you have lost your plow, go get another
one. If you are out of salt, buy some. Be a “snow angel” today as you take God’s blessing
upon your life and share that blessing somehow, someway. Don’t drive around in
meaningless circles. Plow the snow and share the Gospel.
